Grace O'Hara loves her
regular outings with
friends. Just like any
teenager, she goes
bowling, or to dinner,
plays, and movies. But
Grace, 15, isn't just like
any teen. She was born
with Down syndrome, and
though she has
participated in town sports
and after-school activities
in Norwell, where she

lives, her parents have
noticed a recent change.

When she started
attending Norwell High this
year as a freshman,
Grace's social life came to
a halt. The invitations to
parties or just to hang out
disappeared. Her mother,
Michele, gets it:
Adolescents want to hang
out with their peers.
"That's the nature of
teenagers," she says.

And so Grace found a
welcoming, safe spotin a
wonderful program run by
the Association for

Retarded Citizens, or ARC,
of the South Shore. Every
other Friday night and
during school breaks
Grace and other
youngsters with
developmental disabilities
get together. ARC provides
transportation and
supervision, while the
families pay for meals and
entertainment.

"What we're doing is
creating a social network
for these individuals," says

As we move into the new fiscal
year, many changes are
happening in the Day Services
Department. Harbor

I ndustries?o
reduced by over 20% from the
Department of Developmental
Services due to the state
budget cuts. This means that
eleven or possibly more
individuals will lose their
employment and transportation
services. We are currently
working closely with DDS
(formally DMR) to ensure
services for all affected
individuals.

It is fortunate that the Arc of
the South Shore has a Day
Habilitation program next door,
which is a Medicaidfunded
program and has the capability
to accept the above mentioned
persons. Itis a multfaceted
