We plan to open the day programs on August 24 and then welcome back individuals 

into our day habilitation program and Pathways to Possibilities program August 31.   

Preparations cover many areas and we must be sure we are in compliance with all state and 

CDC guidance to ensure a safe environment for our employees and day program participants.
